	Accuracy of Content
(Pts x3)
	Gives thoughtful, interesting, and accurate information to give the audience a clear idea of who the author was.
	Makes minor errors in author information; gives audience a basic sense of who the author was.

	Lacks understanding of author; makes major errors in information.

	Fluency
	Piece begins with an appropriate attention material and flows to an appropriate conclusion.
	Piece begins with an introduction and flows to appropriate conclusion.  There are a few readability problems.
	Piece lacks transitions between components; may be missing an appropriate introduction or conclusion. 
	Piece lacks organization; it is merely a string of facts about the author.

	Voice
	Written in first person. Writer conveys a personal connection to the author.
	Written in first person.
	A few minor errors in person.
	Not written in first person.

	Mechanics
	No errors in spelling, grammar or punctuation.
	One to two errors in spelling, grammar or punctuation.
	Three to four errors in spelling, grammar, or punctuation.
